APPROVE AGENDA


The agenda was reviewed and approved upon motion by Councilwoman Hevner and seconded by Councilwoman Palmer.  All voting for, motion carried.

VISITOR’S


Mark Snyder-Kit Carson State Bank Request


Mark Snyder, Kit Carson State Bank representative, came before Council to request changing the alley located to the east of their business at 140 South 1st  East in Cheyenne Wells to a one way alley with business access for a drive-through window.  Discussion followed.  Council will discuss this item further when Kit Carson State Bank submits a plan in writing upon motion from Councilwoman Hevner and seconded by Councilwoman Palmer.  All voting for, motion carried.  The drainage and traffic issues will be looked into.

SHERIFF’S REPORT

120th TOWN OF CHEYENNE WELLS CELEBRATION


The Town of Cheyenne Wells was incorporated April 5, 1890, approved an ordinance to proceed with business on June 2, 1890, and regular business started July 7, 1890.  Council discussed ideas for the 120th Anniversary for the Town of Cheyenne Wells celebration.  No decision was made.  This item will be revisited at the next meeting.

CHEYENNE COUNTY IGA

The 2010 Town of Cheyenne Wells and Cheyenne County Intergovernmental Agreement was approved upon motion from Councilwoman Hevner and seconded by Councilwoman Palmer.  All voting for, motion carried.

REVIEW DRAFT ANIMAL ORDINANCE #251


The draft Animal Ordinance #251 was tabled for review until a workshop date can be set.

WATER REQUEST LETTERS


Clerk Knudsen received a waiver of request from Dorene and Gayle Bogenhagen for half the amount of their water bill due to vandalism at their meter located on County Road 43.  Discussion followed.  The bill for $416.62 will be adjusted to $208.31 upon motion from Councilwoman Palmer and seconded by Councilman Pelton.  All voting for, motion carried.  


Clerk Knudsen received a letter from Michael Pelton of Extreme Heat Hot Oil Service, Inc. for a water tap at parcel SE1/4 16-14-44.  Council reviewed and approved the request for a new service for Michael Pelton for Extreme Heat Hot Oil Service coming off the main with a meter, the tap fee of $4,200 plus installation costs upon motion from Councilman Henderson and seconded by Councilwoman Hevner.  All voting for, motion carried.

MULTIPLE BUSINESS & RESIDENTIAL


Councilwoman Palmer stated she would like to form a committee to discuss the water rates for multiple business and residential customers.  Discussion followed.  Councilwoman Palmer, Councilman Nelson, Superintendent McMillan, Clerk Knudsen, Mayor Baker, and Deputy Hoffman will meet as a committee before the next regular meeting to review the multiple business and residential fees.

APPROVE RESOLUTION #3-2010 “ADOPTING NECO REGIONAL HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN”


Resolution #3-2010 “Adopting Northeast Colorado Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan” was reviewed and approved upon motion from Councilman Pelton and seconded by Councilwoman Hevner.  All voting for, motion carried.

REVIEW ATTORNEY DAVIS SYNOPSIS


Council reviewed Attorney Davis synopsis of provisions of Law Enforcement Services to Municipalities by Colorado Sheriffs.  This will be tabled until a later date to discuss further.

CWHA UPDATE


Councilman Nelson discussed issues at the Housing Authority.  The apartments are all full at this time.

ECCOG UPDATE


Councilwoman Palmer reported that she is the chairperson of ECCOG again this year with mostly the same officers as in 2009.  Monica Halde will be the business representative for Cheyenne County.


ECCOG received a $15,000 grant from the Colorado Tourism Board for event marketing and will be marketing one event for each county.  Last year they marketed the Tumbleweed event with radio and television advertising.  A special event to market in our community and also attract visitors from the Front Range may be submitted for the project.


The blight removal project has not been listed on the project list so that will need to be checked into further.


Councilwoman Palmer provided “Off the Beaten Trail” brochures for Council to review.


The next meeting will be in April.  Mayor Baker congratulated Councilwoman Palmer on being chair once again.

Emergency Table Top Exercise Email Update-Darcy Janssen


The Town will be participating in the Emergency Table Top Exercise for the area in the near future.  Councilwoman Hevner encourages everyone to participate.


Northeast Colorado Tourism Update-Clerk Knudsen


Clerk Knudsen reported Cheyenne Wells and Cheyenne County are involved in two tourism groups that received marketing grant funds from Heritage Tourism and the Northeast Colorado Tourism group.  Northeast Colorado Tourism will be marketing Northeast Colorado at the ISE Trade Show in Denver, as well as three other shows in California, Illinois, and Wyoming and will be distributing information and brochures at these shows.  Clerk Knudsen was elected to be the President to the end of the year, as the other President resigned.  There will be monthly meetings in each of the counties represented.  Clerk Knudsen will be attending the show in California and will be distributing Town of Cheyenne Wells information and business brochures.  Mayor Baker thanked Clerk Knudsen for representing the Town.


CML Meeting Update-Superintendent McMillan


The State of Colorado held a meeting that Superintendent McMillan attended discussing the wastewater funding need, raising sampling fees, and general taxes.  


CRWA Update-Superintendent McMillan


Superintendent McMillan reported from the Colorado Rural Water Association meeting that with the change in federal government leadership there is encouragement to change the EPA water rules.

Superintendent McMillan will be gone next week to attend the Colorado Rural Water Convention.  Councilwoman Palmer commended Superintendent McMillan for his work on the Colorado Rural Water Association board.  Mayor Baker commended the whole staff and is proud of what we are accomplishing in town and is proud that we are not having the budget problems and cuts a lot of the surrounding towns are having.

ARRA Project Update
Superintendent McMillan stated we have finished Phase I and are working on Phase II from Main to 3rd East going north, South 2nd, and North 2nd East to East end of town. We have already applied for funds hoping to get another phase for the project in the event there is an additional round of funding.  The Town of Cheyenne Wells is ranked 12th in the State for additional funds of $7,000,000.  Administrative Staff is also working on a Federal-Pre Fema Litigation grant for a possible tornado shelter at the city complex, housing authority, and ball parks.  The progress meeting will be February 10th and the Phase I ARRA Audit will be February 22.  

Superintendent McMillan reported the application for funds for the CW Sanitation District has been submitted to Rural Development for a 40-year loan with the possibility of grant monies.  If the State will only loan funds on a 20-year loan, the district would have to have an additional rate increase.  Discussion followed.

MAYOR, COUNCIL, & STAFF COMMENTS

Administration & Water Memo


Council reviewed the administrative and water memos.

Councilman Nelson

Councilman Nelson inquired if we have heard anything from the theatre group.  Mayor Baker stated they have not asked to visit with Council yet and there is nothing new to report from them.

Councilwoman Palmer


Councilwoman Palmer complimented the Nelson Pipeline Construction crew on their customer relations while working in the town.


Clerk Knudsen


Clerk Knudsen reviewed the election calendar dates and will have packets available for distribution to all running for election.


Clerk Knudsen reported the 2010 Census representatives met with Mayor Baker, Councilwoman Palmer, Superintendent McMillan, and herself today at lunch and are in need of workers from our county.  Testing is being provided weekly.  If anyone is interested they can contact the City Clerk’s office for the 800 telephone number for further information.


Superintendent McMillan


Superintendent McMillan stated that Clerk Knudsen and Deputy Hoffman got the water bills out for January with no major problems and the new system seems to be operating well.


Councilman Henderson


Councilman Henderson inquired about the estimated cost of the theatre project that the Community Growth Association has come up with.  Discussion followed.

Sales Tax Request-Scott Hevner

Council approved the request for Sales Tax Exemption from Scott Hevner upon motion from Councilwoman Palmer and seconded by Councilman Pelton.  Voting For: Pelton, Henderson, Palmer, and Nelson.  Abstained: Hevner.  Mayor Baker declared the motion carried.
